When it comes to keeping your child safe at all times, there is only a certain amount you 

can do as a parent. You cannot watch him all day and sometimes you will take your eyes

…So one thing you can do is to learn as many child safety tips as you can and child 

proof your home as much as you can. 

 

There are many ways to protect your child but here are just a few child safety tips that 

every parent and carer should pay attention to immediately…  

 

Protecting Your Child in the Home 

 

Sadly there are so many child deaths in the home which could be prevented…  

 

In the Kitchen 

The kitchen is home to many different life-threatening 

objects and substances. Each year, more than one 

thousand children are killed by ingesting poisonous 

substances…  

 

 

…but the majority of households still keep 

cleaning supplies, such as bleach and ammonia, 

under the kitchen sink, at kid level… 
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"Junk drawers," which are found in most kitchens, are usually full of everything from ink 

pens and thumb tacks to scissors and super glue.  

 

All of these things, when in your child's hands, are extremely dangerous.  

 

When properly integrated, the following home safety tips, designated for your kitchen, 

will keep your child out of harm's way. 

 

 Install child-proof door and drawer locks throughout your kitchen,  

 Monitor your child, no matter his age, every time he cooks 

 Keep kitchen utensils such as knives and glass dishes in high-up cabinets 

 Store all harmful cleaning products out of your child's reach 

 Use the back burners, which your child can't access, whenever you cook 

 Stay in the room when kitchen appliances, such as deep fryers, blenders, 

stoves, and microwaves, are used.  

 

Incorporating these kitchen-specific home safety tips into your home improves your 

chances of not spending tonight at the emergency room. 

 

Use Child Safety Locks 

 

Children are very curious and like to explore as much as they can. They will often 

wonder around looking for things they can pick up or move around…  

 

…They have a natural curiosity to explore new things.  

 

This is obviously a very natural thing and should be encouraged as 

much as possible but one thing you must be very careful of is  
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making sure your child cannot get hold of sharp objects or other items which may cause 

him harm.  

 

That's why you should try to really child proof your home as much as possible. Using 

child safety locks is one way to make sure he can't open certain doors or drawers in the 

home. 

 

Child safety locks certainly aren't new and have been available for many years. They are 

now available to help protect your child from opening cupboards for example.

You should certainly use child safety locks on the knife draw in 

your kitchen because if your child was to be unsupervised and 

open the draw and start playing with the sharp knives, then the 

consequences don't even bear thinking about. 

 

“Please don't think we are trying to scare you here but these things 

DO happen and it is your responsibility to try to prevent it happening 

as best you can.” 
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 There are many places you can buy these child safety 

locks from.  

 

The internet is a great place to start, with literally 

hundreds of websites available about child safety that 

you browse through and check out the products and 

prices available.  

 

The best thing about looking online is that you can compare prices from one online store 

to another without actually leaving your own home.  

 

This makes it very easy to get the best deal and to make sure you're not paying more than 

you should.  

 

In the Living Areas 

 

The term "living areas" isn't exclusive to just the living room. Living-area home safety 

tips are for all areas of your home in which you and your family spend a significant 

amount of time.  

These areas contain a plethora of objects that could prove hazardous. Electric cords, 

window blinds, and sharp corners are all considered potential dangers.  

The home safety tips below turn your home's living areas into safe havens for you and 

your family… 
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 Insert child-proof plugs into each electrical outlet in your home 

 Wind window cords, which are a strangling hazard, so they are out of your 

child's reach 

 Install window guards on all upstairs windows to keep him from falling out 

 Place corner guards on all sharp edges to prevent knocked out teeth or bruised 

shins 

 Mount safety gates at the top and bottom of all staircases. 

 

Teach him about water and fire safety  

 

Teaching your child to swim is a vital safety precaution especially if you have a 

swimming pool in your garden. This will ensure that if he ever manages to get into the 

pool without you noticing, that he has a good chance of not getting himself into any 

trouble and drowning.  

 

Fire safety is also just as important. You should teach him never to play with matches…  

 

 

…or cigarette lighters as fire can kill.  

 

These tips may seem basic but are 100% essential. 
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Protecting Your Child outside the Home 

 

Teach him about road safety 

 

This may seem obvious but still not enough parents teach their children how to safely 

cross the road. That's why there are still thousands of children killed on the roads every 

year.  

 

So… 

 

 Teach him from an early age to look both ways before crossing a road 

 Always use pedestrian crossings, and never try to cross the road from between 

parked cars 

 If he rides a bike, get him to use the sidewalk and not the road or have him 

take a biking safety course.  

 

Teach him never to talk to strangers 

 

This safety tip is often overlooked and may seem aged but the truth is that there are many 

people out there who simply cannot be trusted.  

 

Teaching your child this from an early age will really help him 

stay safe.  
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You should tell him that if he is approached by a stranger to tell another adult/friend as 

soon as he can.  

 

You may want to use a 'safe word' so he may have a way of checking someone out that 

is unfamiliar to him.  

 

Teach him to wear seatbelt 

 

You should always make your child wear a seatbelt when traveling in the car. Believe it 

or not, there are still hundreds of deaths each year which could have been avoided due to 

people not wearing seatbelts. 

 

 

It only takes a second to put on and really 

could save your child’s life.  

 

So teach him to always wear his belt.  

 

If you have a baby then you should also 

purchase a baby seat, so that your baby is 

fully protected just in case of an accident. 

�

 

Use Child Car Seat 

 

For small children, the use of a child car seat is highly recommended. These seats give 

much better support for your young child.  
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They are usually attached to the existing seat belt and have their own more suitable belt 

which fits around your child. 

 

Child car seats are available in many 

different shapes and prices.  

 

You should shop around before choosing 

the one that suits your child best. You 

obviously shouldn't just choose the 

cheapest one; you should choose the one which will give your child the most comfort and 

protection.  

 

Most seats are categorized into ages, so you should be able to quickly find the ones 

suitable.  

 

It may also be necessary to change the seat once your child reaches a certain 

height/weight and is too big for the current one. 

 

Using child car seats can really help to protect your child should you have an accident. It 

really isn't worth the risk of using a normal seatbelt because the actual damage that a 

normal seatbelt can cause your child can be horrific.  

 

This is due to the belt not fitting around the areas that they should. These are the waist 

and the chest areas.  
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Small children wearing normal seatbelts may end up with the belt close to their necks, 

which is obviously highly dangerous should a sudden impact occur.  

 

So the importance of a child car seat cannot be stressed enough. If you cannot afford to 

buy one new then there are many places where you can buy them second hand.  

 

Try searching on eBay.com for instance.  

 

Many times, almost new items are sold for less than half the price of buying them new.  

 

Just these few tips if added to your child safety guide will give you a good head start 

on making sure you are protecting your child's safety as much as you can.
